Residents with high-moderate physical function spent more time walking (p<.001; Hedges g = 0.5), and took more steps (p=.005; Hedges g = 0.4) and bouts per day (p<.001; Hedges g = 0.5), with less variability for bout length (p=.04; Hedges g = 0.2) compared to those with low-very low physical function.
