Deterioration criteria are defined by the clinical teams of the general wards assuming continuous monitoring available. Defined hereafter as the "wish list" that would provide them with the ideal early warning of risk to patients. SPO2 – blood oxygen saturation.

	Systolic blood pressure
	20% increase or decrease from admission; systolic blood pressure < 85 mmHg or > 150 mmHg 

	Diastolic blood pressure
	10% increase or decrease from admission; diastolic blood pressure < 50 mmHg or > 100 mmHg

	Temperature
	Increase or decrease of 1 °C from admission; > 37.8 °C
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
