Multimedia Appendix 1: Attention and seriousness checks.
An attention check was included in the measure of belief accuracy in all waves. Attention checks are used to filter out careless responding, which has been demonstrated to improve the quality of survey data [1]. The attention check consisted of an instructed-response item, which stated “To demonstrate that you are paying attention, please answer "False". Furthermore, at T0, a seriousness check was included. Seriousness checks are also used to improve data quality [2]. The seriousness check consisted of telling participants that as researchers, the quality of their data was very important to us, so we wanted to make sure that their responses were valid and authentic. We asked them “In your honest opinion, should we use your data?” Participants responded with either “Yes” or “No”.
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
