	Area Under Receiver Operating Characteristics Curve (AUROC)
	AUROC of a classifier is the probability that the model ranks a patient with diagnostic error more highly than a patient with timely and correct diagnosis.

	Sensitivity or True Positive Rate or Recall
	The sensitivity of a classifier is its ability to designate a patient who had experienced diagnostic error as positive.

	Specificity or True Negative Rate
	The specificity of a classifier is its ability to designate a patient who did not experience diagnostic error as negative.

	Positive Predictive Value (PPV) or Precision
	PPV of a classifier is the probability that a patient who was classified to experience a diagnostic error actually had experienced a diagnostic error.

	Negative Predictive Value (NPV)
	NPV of a classifier is the probability that a patient who was classified to experience an accurate and timely diagnosis, actually had not experienced a diagnostic error.

	F-1 Score
	F-1 score is the harmonic mean of sensitivity and PPV. F-1 score is a measure of a classifier’s accuracy in identifying patients who experienced diagnostic error.

	Area Under Precision-Recall Curve (AUPRC)
	The precision-recall curve shows the tradeoff between precision (or PPV) and recall (or sensitivity). A high AUPRC represents both high recall and high precision.
