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We coded HIE implementation as a categorical variable, where 1 indicates telehealth is fully implemented across all units and 0 otherwise. We constructed HIT functions, including CDSS, CPOE, ECD, and RV, by counting the number of technology items fully implemented at a hospital. The detailed items for each function are listed below:
