Appendix 1: Treatment
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Please read the following information carefully before
completing the survey.

Criminal Cases that resulted from Individual HIPAA violations:

1. A former employee of an East Texas hospital pleaded guilty to wrongful disclosure of
individually identifiable health information and in August of 2014 was sentenced to 18
months in federal prison for criminal HIPAA violations. During the year of 2013, he
obtained protected health information with the intent to use it for personal gain.
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2. A registration representative in the Emergency Department of a Florida Hospital used
his p on to obtain health information of patients who had been involved in motor
vehicle accidents to disclose to chiropractor clinics for solicitation. He pleaded guilty and
was sentenced to 12 months in federal prison and 2 years of supervised release in
January of 2013.
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3. A former Los Angeles cardiothoracic surgeon was the first defendant in the nation to
receive a prison sentence for a misdemeanor HIPAA privacy violation in 2010. After
admitting that, for no legitimate reason, he illegally accessed private electronic medical
records of his co-workers, supervisors and high profile celebrity patients over 300 times
in a 3 week period, he was sentenced to 4 months in prison and fined for $2,000.
