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1. Answer from T500
   The T500 analysis found a statistically significant positive relationship between anger and depression, with anger explaining 45.26% of the variance in depression. Other factors such as Age, Education, Employment, Income, Race, and Gender were controlled for in the regression analysis and were found to be not significant.

2. Answer from PubMed
   The PubMed analysis found evidence suggesting a relationship between anger and depression, with higher levels of anger associated with higher levels of depression.

3. Comparison of the two answers
   The T500 analysis and the PubMed analysis both found a relationship between anger and depression, with higher levels of anger associated with higher levels of depression. However, the T500 analysis provided a more specific relationship, with anger explaining 45.26% of the variance in depression.

4. Additional information
   The T500 analysis controlled for other factors such as Age, Education, Employment, Income, Race, and Gender, while the PubMed analysis did not specify if any other factors were controlled for.
