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[bookmark: _Hlk179454479]The PICO model [1] was followed by the researchers to define search terms, research questions and eligibility criteria. The PICO model includes four parts: patients or population (P), intervention (I), comparison (C), and outcome (O). Articles were selected in accordance with the PICO guidelines as follows:
P) Children (age< 18) with attention deficit hyperactivity disorder 
I) Immersive- Virtual Reality based treatment or rehabilitation
[bookmark: _GoBack]C) Computer based or classical paper-pencil interventions or no intervention control groups
O) Improvement in executive functions (including attention and working memory).
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
